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 communicate His beliefs 
and values to them 
through their many 
years in school; this 
role, combined with the 
impact their church will 
have in their life pro-
vides a ―cord of three 
strands that is not easily 
broken‖.  Can a school 
be called to any more 
critical responsibility? Can 
a church be called to any 
more critical responsibil-
ity?  I do not think so.  
Likewise, I do not think it 
is by chance that they 
have come to SCS as part 
of His plan for them. 
God knows the heart of 
SCS and that it is more 
than just another school.  
He knows that SCS will be 
His touch from heaven for 
families He has led to this 
place.  It is very encour-
aging to know that God 
would use SCS to minister 
to families and their chil-
dren in this manner. 
I have never believed that 
academic excellence and 
spiritual excellence are 
mutually exclusive.  In 
fact, spiritual excellence 
calls us to be good stew-
ards of the gifts and tal-
ents God has provided; 
therefore, it calls us to 
academic excellence as 
well.  I believe it is this 
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striving for excellence in 
both realms that makes 
SCS what it is – a dis-
tinctly Christian school. 
As we spend our summer 
preparing for the coming 
year: hiring staff, admit-
ting new families, devel-
oping curriculum, build-
ing playgrounds, etc., it 
is this calling to excel-
lence that is foremost in 
our plans.  It is challeng-
ing, but with God’s grace 
and wisdom through the 
prayers of His people, it 
will be completed.  As 
always, we covet the 
prayers of our friends 
and families for the news 
school year.  We, in turn, 
are praying that God will 
bless you and your family 
with a summer of safety, 
health, rest and renewal. 

 

with ―school stuff‖.   How-
ever, our founders estab-
lished Jesus Christ as the 
foundation of all that goes on 
at SCS – the cornerstone.  
With this comes a great leg-
acy and responsibility to 
maintain Christ at the center 
of all we do whether in the 
classroom, on the fields of 
competition, in our hiring 
practices, in resolving conflict, 
or mentoring new employees 
or students.

Yes, there have been times 
we have wandered, slipped, 
and fallen, but our God, in His 
mercy, has seen fit to allow 
SCS to grow, prosper and 
serve Him.  Each year we 
hear many stories from fami-
lies who deeply desire for 
their children to be educated 
and nurtured in a Christian
