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SCS Statement of Faith

Upon enrolment of your child(ren) at SCS, parents become members of the Saskatoon Society for Christian Education.

Members of SSCE are united in their acceptance of the following statement of faith. They are joined together for the

purpose of spiritual growth, academic progress and personal development. Together we seek to honour Christ by

integrating faith and learning while our hearts and lives reflect the process of maturing in Christ. We are a non-

denominational Christian school comprised of families who can agree with our Statement of Faith. Over forty-five

Christian churches are represented in our SCS families.

WE BELIEVE....there is only one God, who exists eternally in three equal persons — Father, Son, and Holy Spirit and who

created the heavens and the earth and all that is in them by the power of His spoken Word.

WE BELIEVE....the Bible is inspired by God, and is the only infallible, authoritative, inerrant Word of God.

WE BELIEVE....in the full deity and full humanity of our Lord Jesus Christ; His Virgin birth; His sinless life; His miracles; His

substitutionary death; His physical resurrection for our justification; His ascension to the right hand of the Father; and

His personal return in power and glory to judge the living and the dead.

WE BELIEVE...that man was created by God in His own image but was spiritually separated from God because of sin and

is incapable of being reconciled to God apart from the work of Christ on the cross.

WE BELIEVE....that salvation is a gift from God and it is the blood of Christ that fully justifies the believer; therefore,

there no longer exists condemnation or guilt before the Father.

WE BELIEVE....in the Holy Spirit, sent to indwell, guide, teach and empower the believer; and to convict the world of sin,

righteousness and judgment.

WE BELIEVE....that the Church is the body of born-again believers in fellowship with Christ and with fellow believers.

WE BELIEVE....in the resurrection of all people, the saints to everlasting fellowship with God, and the lost to eternal

separation from God.

WE BELIEVE....that it is God’s intent that each believer should maintain regular attendance in a Bible-believing, Christ-

confessing Church.

PHILOSOPHY AND PURPOSE
++» Saskatoon Christian School was established to provide a quality Christ-centered education for the children of parents with
Bible-based beliefs. In addition to teaching basic skills and concepts, the school teaches about God and the world from a
Christian worldview. (Psalm 119:11, 130, 140)

+» SCS considers the Word of God clear in making parents responsible for the proper education of their children
(Deuteronomy 6:7; Proverbs 22:6). Children should be educated at home, at church and at school with the consciousness
that all truth is God’s truth. Thus, a proper working together of these three units will lead to the fulfillment of the necessity
for each person to have a personal relationship to Christ as Saviour.

Thus, it is the aim of the school, functioning as an extension of the home, but under the control of the
church, to give guidance to each student by providing opportunities for growth in understanding of God and man, and for
developing all his capabilities to the highest degree that he may become mature and complete.
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
