Saskatoon Christian School (SCS) operates in accordance with absolute principles revealed in the Bible. These principles have been
summarized in our Statement of Faith and are integrated into every aspect of our academic instruction, child/staff relationships, and
are used as a guide for our ethical and moral standards for behaviour and business practices. Every child who attends SCS will be
taught using these absolute principles which support a Christian worldview.

WE BELIEVE there is only one God (Deuteronomy 6:4), who exists eternally (Psalm 90:2) in three equal persons — Father, Son, and Holy
Spirit (Matthew 28:19) and who created the heavens and the earth and all that is in them by the power of His spoken Word (Genesis
1-2).

WE BELIEVE that the Scriptures of the Old and New Testaments, inerrant as original given, are the inspired, infallible Word of God and
they constitute the divine and only rule of Christian faith and practice (2 Peter 1:20-21; 2 Timothy 3:15-16).

WE BELIEVE in the full deity and full humanity of our Lord Jesus Christ (Philippians 2:6-11); His virgin birth (Luke 1:34-38); His sinless
life (1Peter 3:18); His miracles (Mark 6:2); His substitutionary death (Romans 5:8-9, Hebrews 2:9); His physical resurrection for our
justification (Acts 2:23-24); His ascension to the right hand of the Father (Acts 1:9-11); and His personal return in power and glory to
judge the living and the dead (Matthew 26:64).
